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I. GENERAL

Executive Summary

In Fiscal Year 2005-06 the City of Stockton continued to assess the effectiveness of its
programs in an effort to meet the changing needs of the community. This program year saw a
tremendous increase in the popularity of Emergency Repair Loan and Grant program. Several
long standing activities made significant progress throughout the year and Housing Staff made
a concentrated effort to resolve outstanding activity issues in IDIS and to complete as many
projects as possible. The housing market in Stockton continued to grow with unpredictable
speed and finding a house for a low income homebuyer has proven to be difficult at best.

General Questions

The city was able to surpass several of its annual goals established inthe 2005-06 Action Plan
(Appendix D, Page 33). Among the most notable accomplishments are: completing20 down
payment assistance loans; assisting 22,456 people in obtaining fair housing services; and
providing over 335,923 meals for the homeless. Below is a breakdown of CPD formula grant
funds spent in FY 2005-06 on completed projects by goal and objective:

In FY 2003-04 the City converted its existing Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) to program income
and discontinued using the RLF. The conversion allowed the City to designate funds towards
several low income rental housing projects as well as increasing the allocations to the City’s
other assistance programs. The conversion alsocreated a large influx of program income into
the City’s reserve. During FY 2004-05 the housing projects experienced numerous obstacles
and set backs which required significant staff assistance to keep the projects moving forward.
The housing programs received significant interest and inquiries this year; however the tight

housing market and shortage of contractors to complete repairs and reconstruction made it
difficult to complete the projects. Three years ago a housing rehabilitation project would cost
approximately $60,000, whereas today’s rehabilitation projects cost upwards of $200,000.
These challenges in the housing and construction markets led the City to reestablish the RLF
in April 2004 to ensure dollars would be reserved for future housing projects.

The problems that plagued the City last year are under control in FY 2005-06. The large
infrastructure projects are well underway and some are even completed. The tight housing
market is being taken into account prior to commitment of funds, and City staff has improved
several internal controls to ensure compliance with HUD guidelines. Most notably, the City met
the CDBG timeliness expenditure benchmark in FY 2005-06 and is on its way towards
ensuring future compliance with both the unadjusted and adjusted Timeliness Ratios. As
mentioned above, several large infrastructure and public facility projects made significant
progress during this fiscal year. Among them, the final phase of the Taft Infrastructure projects,
on O’Dell Avenue, was completed in March 2006. Significant progress was made on the
reconstruction of Edna Gleason Park and it is anticipated this project will be completed in FY
2006-07. Some progress was made on the renovations of Van Buskirk Community Center
during FY 2005-06; bids for construction were received in July 2006 with construction
expected to commence in August 2006. Lastly, the design for the Airport Way Neighborhood
Service Center is almost complete, with construction scheduled to go out to bid in early FY
2006-07.

Even though the timeliness benchmark was met this year, the City is taking additional steps
towards ensuring continued success in meeting this requirement annually. The City continues
to recognize the need to provide additional technical assistance to all recipients of CDBG
funds earlier in the planning process as well as throughout the project. The City is also more
cognizant in allocating funding on an annual basis for large projects that span several years.

Beginning with FY 2004-05, the City implemented a condition on all allocations to
subrecipients that funds must be expended within 12 months from the effective contract date.
The consequences of not meeting this deadline include additional technical assistance to
determine whether the project can move forward or will require additional planning or
predevelopment, and may also include the deobligation of funds. Should a deobligation of
funds be necessary, the City is committed to assisting subrecipients in getting the project
ready to apply for funding during a future cycle. To dateemploying suchconditions has been
successful, with a few exceptions, and the City has been providing additional technical
assistance to some organizations.

For the past two years, the City and our Community Development Committee have marketed
CDBG funds as being available for projects that are ready to go as soon as contract
documents are complete in the hopes of avoiding the spending problems we have now.
During FY 2005-06 the City had some minor problems executing contracts with subrecipients.
After careful review and technical assistance provided to specific subrecipients, the process
has been revised and is expected to run very smoothly in FY 2006-07. The City had an
unadjusted performance ratio in FY 2005-06 of 1.42.
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An update to the City’s Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing Choice was completed in FY
2004-05. Utilization of the update began during FY 2005-06 and a discussion of the progress
made during the year is included in the Barriers to Affordable Housing Section on page 13.
The updated report identified the following potential fair housing concerns:

Access to information about housing availability and choices among recent immigrants
who are disproportionately lower-income;

Lack of access to adequate housing due to poor credit history, insufficient funds for
move-in expenses, and other factors among financially vulnerable groups, such as
female-headed households with children and the homeless;

Barriers faced by large, low- and moderate-income families due to occupancy
restrictions imposed by rental property owners and a shortage of larger homes in good
condition that these large families can access;

Access to housing by persons with disabilities due to physical or other conditions that
create special needs;

The growing gap between housing costs and local incomes, which reduces affordable
housing choices for low- and moderate -income households (who are disproportionately
minority households); and

The potential for the City’s supply of multi-family zoned land (which has the greatest
potential to accommodate affordable housing) to be developed with single-family
homes.

The City instituted a residency requirement for its down payment assistance program due to
the influx of Bay Area workers looking for homes in Stockton. The City also allocated funds to
non-profit organizations for the purpose of rehabilitating or constructing multi-family units with
three and four bedrooms available to low-income families. The San Joaquin County Office of
Fair Housing conducts several training sessions each year with the City’s assistance on fair
housing practices and types of discrimination. They also conduct several tests throughout
Stockton for discrimination in leasing and lending toresidents. In low-income neighborhoods
where sub-standard housing is prevalent, the City targets its Code Enforcement program and
provides grants to rehabilitate the homes and bring items up to code.

The City continues to be aggressive in the pursuit of non-federal funds to leverage our
resources. During the last year, the City successfully secured a $500,000 grant from the State
of California Department of Housing and Community Development’s CalHome Program and
will utilize the allocation to assist home owners located within a Redevelopment Project Area
with necessary rehabilitation to sustain suitable housing. The San Joaquin Fair Housing
Association received $98,240 in FY 2005-06, in addition to the City’s allocation, from the other
cities of San Joaquin County to conduct fair housing activities including mediation between
tenants and landlords, education programs, and testing for discrimination. These funds
augment the programs funded with CDBG and HOME dollars as well as help the City in
achieving the goals established in the 5-Year Consolidated Plan and 2005-06 Action Plan.

The City’s Emergency Shelter Grant allocation of $183,684 is matched with a combined total
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of $5,116,125 in private donations, foundation grants, and United Way grants amassed by the
following sub-recipients: Center for Positive Prevention Alternatives, Gospel Center Rescue
Mission, Haven of Peace, St. Mary’s Interfaith Dining Room, Stockton Shelter for the
Homeless, and the Women’s Center of San Joaquin County.

Managing the Process

During the past year the City has worked hard to streamline its project management process,
reconcile the City’s accounting system with IDIS, close old projects and enter completion data,
develop a workable process for tracking employee time spent administering CDBG, HOME,
and ESG programs, and providing assistance to all of our subrecipients, clients, CHDOs and
developers in an effort to keep projects moving. Two staff members attended the
Performance Measurement workshops presented by HUD and have been updating forms and
procedures to reflect the new requirements. In addition, staff made an extra effort to resolve
outstanding issues with old activities in IDIS so that they can be completed and will not cause
delay and problems in implementing the new reporting requirements.

Citizen Participation

Consistent with the City’s adopted Citizen Participation Plan, a 15-day public comment period
was held for review of the draft Consolidated Annual Performance And Evaluation Report
(CAPER). A notice was published in The Record on September 8, 2006 and the comment
period ended September 22, 2006. A draft CAPER was prepared and made available to the
public during this review period at the Housing Department Office, the City Clerk’s Office, and
the Caesar Chavez Central Library. The City's Community Development Committee (CDC)
also receiveda copy of the draft CAPER andwas provided an opportunity to comment and to
hold a public meeting to discuss the document and its findings. No comments were received
regarding the CAPER. The Proof of Publication is included in Exhibit F.

Institutional Structure

The City of Stockton recognizes the value of collaborative partnerships within the community
and strives to create, maintain, and utilize the resources available at all times. In regards to
affordable housing, several other funding sources and programs have been identified and
used to assist the City. Below is a brief summary of some of these partnerships:

Pacific Housing & Finance Agency. In an effort to provide additional resources to
low-income residents seeking to move beyond renting into homeownership, the City
Council voted to join the Joint Powers Authority creating the Pacific Housing & Finance
Agency (PHFA), as a voting member of the Coalition of California Cities and Counties
and participate in its Lease-to-Own Program. Beginning in Fiscal Year 1999-2000the
City sponsored and actively promoted the Lease-Own-Program as a means of
providing individuals with stable incomes and the ability to make monthly mortgage
payments with the down payment and closing costs they lack to purchase homes.
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The PHFA working in coordination with the potential homebuyer locates a home to
lease-purchase, enters into a 39-month lease-purchase agreement with PHFA, and
PHFA purchases the home on behalf of the buyer with a 30-year fixed-rate mortgage at
6.675 percent. The buyer makes monthly lease payments to PHFA for the 39-month
lease period at the end of which the buyer assumes the remaining 27-year mortgage
with no increase in payment.

While this program offers an opportunity for residents at or below 140 percent of the
median income, conventional mortgage interest rates continued to be lower than those
rates offered by the program. This program is seeing very little attention in the current
housing market. The City continues to market the Lease-to-Own Program and work
with first mortgage lenders in an effort to locate qualified homebuyers who can take
advantage of this assistance.

CalHome. Toward the same goal of providing additional financial resources for
homebuyers and homeowners seeking assistance to rehabilitate their homes to
cleaner, safer conditions, the City of Stockton has been successful in securing three
allocations from the State of California Department of Housing and Community
Development’'s CalHome Program. This program provides funds for loans to first-ime
homebuyers for down payment assistance and loans to owner-occupants for
rehabilitation. The City’s most recent allocation of an additional $500,000 will be
utilized during FY 2006-07 for the purposes of rehabilitation within one of the six
adopted Redevelopment Project Areas.

CalHFA. In December 2001 the City secured a $500,000 loan from the California
Housing Finance Agency (CalHFA) for financing rehabilitation of rental units,
acquisition and rehabilitation of owner-occupied housing units. This loan enabled the
City to establish a revolving loan fund to provide assistance to rental owners,
homeowners, and non-profit developers with capital to rehabilitate rental units, as well
as acquire and rehabilitate owner-occupied housing units. The program is called
Housing Enabled by Local Partnership (HELP).

In2004, the City entered into an agreement for a second HELP loan of $550,000. The
funds are dedicated to site acquisition and development of single-family houses or
large-unit rental projects. ACLC, Inc. applied for and was awarded $310,000 of HELP
funds to apply towards Windstone Cottages, a single-family planned unit development.
The remaining $240,000 was loaned to ACLC, Inc. for predevelopment costs
associated with a planned multi-family project to be located at 1921 Pock Lane.

Section 8. The Housing Authority of the County of San Joaquin operates subsidized
housing to low- and very low-income persons, the Section 8 program, and the Section
8 Housing Choice Voucher Program. The Housing Authority also maintains and
operates 1,075 housing units for low-income tenants in 10 sites within San Joaquin
County.
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The Housing Authority continued its efforts to increase the number of units available in
the community for program participants to use their vouchers. The Housing Authority
continued outreach to current and potential property owners by conducting owner
workshops. The objective was to inform, retain, and attract new owners tothe Section
8 Housing Choice Voucher Program.

As mandated by the Quality Housingand Work Responsibility Act of 1998, the Housing
Authority provides a variety of community service and self-sufficiency programs to its
residents. These programs and opportunities are offered to all families receiving
assistance. Resident initiative activities are directed toward improving the quality of
life for residents by providing access to services designed to encourage self-
sufficiency and promote economic independence. Families are assisted in moving off
the welfare system whenever possible.

The Housing Authority’s Resident Initiative programs encompass the Family Self-
Sufficiency Program, Computer Education, Homeownership Opportunities and Youth
Prevention and Education. These programs are designed to serve 250 families each
year.

Certificates of Consistency

During FY 2005-06 the City of Stockton provided 14 Certifications of Consistency with the
City’s Consolidated Plan. The recipients includedthe San Joaquin Housing Authority for their
2006 Agency Plan and to San Joaquin County for the Shelter Plus Care and Supportive
Housing projects included in the 2006 Continuum of Care grant application.

Monitoring and Self Evaluation

The City has a performance measurement system in place to assist in grant management
including provisions for staff training and subrecipient monitoring. In the past couple of years,
the City has taken a proactive approach to providing technical assistance so that public facility
projects can be underway in shorter time. Some local nonprofit agencies seeking CDBG
funding from the City lack the experience and capacity to plan the logistics of these projects.
To assist, the City has committed to work with the nonprofit agencies from the start, so that the
plans are fully developed and the organization can demonstrate that the additional sources of
funds needed to complete the project have been secured. Typically this involves assistance in
plan design; in determining realistic timeframes; and, in coordinating/facilitating meetings of all
construction related city/county planning departments and outside agencies.

All of the City’s programs have helped to resolve neighborhood and community problems. The
Emergency Repair Program was very p opular during FY 2005-06, in part due to Housing Staff
attendance and marketing in the Airport Corridor Neighborhood. The City was much more
visible this year with staff attending several workshops, trade shows, and job fairs, continuously
marketing the City’s resources for assisting low and moderate income households. The City's
objectives for increasing the number of units of rental housing and single family home
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rehabilitation resulted in a demand for revisions to current programs. In an effort to respond to
the limitations caused by market forces, staff revised its housing rehabilitation and homebuyer
assistance programs in FY 2004-05 and in FY 2005-06 to make the terms and conditions of
these programs attractive to low-income consumers. The City received a positive response to
these revisions, as can be seen in the increased accomplishments for FY 2005-06.

Through financial assistance to subrecipients such as San Joaquin Fair Housing Office, Code
Enforcement, and several homeless shelters, the City helped to provide decent housing and
suitable living environments and assisted with the expansion of economic opportunity for low
and moderate income residents.

There are a few activities falling behind schedule, mostly due to market forces, financing
problems, and lack of available contractors. These activities include Greater Stockton
Emergency Food Bank, Senior Services Agency, Housing Authority, Van Buskirk Community
Center, and the Airport Way Neighborhood Service Center. Moving along on schedule, the
City attended one ground breaking event during the year for Winslow Village, a40-unit multi-
family housing project. Construction is expected to complete during FY 2006-07.

The changes in the City’s housing programs and an attentive eye on marketing paid off during
FY 2005-06. The City is in dire need of affordable housing and one strategy the City has
utilized is repairing the existing housing stock. As of FY 2004-05, our Down Payment
Assistance program now comes with the option of a rehabilitation loan so that our low income
homebuyers can fix up the homes they buy and ensures that the home provides a suitable
living environment. In FY 2005-06 one family receiving Down Payment Assistance utilized the
rehabilitation option.

Indications of the City’s success are not only the number of projects completed, but the number
of inquiries, applications, and projects currently underway. The length of time it takes for a
project to be completed varies with so many different factors that it is hard to measure success
or failure by the start and end date. The City is finding it challenging to work with
subrecipients, CHDOs, and housing developers in this market because Stockton is evolving at
a rapid pace and projects which were financially feasible during the predevelopment phase
face restructuring by the time firm bids are in hand.

The City uses its rental property program to rehabilitate the existing supply of units. Market
conditions in the local area are such that rehabilitation with federal dollars, with its attendant
rent restrictions, turns private rental property owners away from the program. In addition, the
influx of Bay Area residents moving to the Stockton area for what they believe is cheaper
housing has caused a shortage in housing units. Also, the influx has driven up the rental rates.
Property owners, particularly the small, independent owners, can charge higher rental rates
without having to improve property conditions. From an owner’s perspective there is no
economic reason to rehabilitate a property if rent limits cap the amount they can charge to
recapture the costs of the improvements.

Instead of focusing on rental rehabilitation, the City is working with developers on providing
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gap financing for new multi-family tax-credit projects. Several projects arein various stages of
pre-development, such as Marquis Place (Carrington Circle Safe Neighborhood), Mercy
Housing California and Vintage Plaza (Gleason Park area), and Dorado Court Apartments
(South Stockton Redevelopment Area).

In regard to single-family rehabilitation, one indication of the housing stock conditionis the age
of the structures. The older the structure, the more likely it will be in need of rehabilitation or
replacement. Estimates indicate that 43 percent of South Stockton homes were built prior to
1950 and that there are about 8,379 (11.6%) substandard units within the City. Of these,
estimates are that 1,088 of these houses should be replaced.

The oldest and most deteriorated homes are typically owned by lower-income persons who
cannot afford the increasing costs of repairs and maintenance. In addition, the new lead-
based paint regulations have added significant costs to rehabilitation projects in Stockton
since a majority of the existing housing stock was built before 1978. At times, it is
economically more feasible to demolish the existing home and rebuild it rather than
rehabilitate it.

Lead-based Paint

The City of Stockton works collaboratively with the Housing Authority, San Joaquin County
Public Health Services, Environmental Health Division, and the Neighborhood Preservation
Division of the San Joaquin County Community Development Department to identify and
reduce lead based paint hazards. In FY 2005-06 the City inspectedeach residence for lead
based paint prior to approving loans to ensure the scope of work for rehabilitation would not
need to change once work was underway. The City complies with all federal requirements
related to prevention of lead-based paint poisoning as provided in the Residential Lead
Based Paint Hazard Act of 1992, also known as Title X of the Housing and Community
Development Act of 1992.
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[I. HOUSING

Housing Needs

All the CDBG, ESG, and HOME funds have been used to address the City’s top priorities of
housing, infrastructure, economic development and homeless assistance. The City’s greatest
need is affordable housing, especially forlarge families, and special emphasis has been given
to preserve or increase the affordable housing stock, and provide homeownershipwith CDBG,
HOME and ADDI funds.

Specific Housing Objectives

As a result of substantial changes in Stockton’s housing market, the City has made several
modifications to its housing programs over the last few years. The modifications were
successful when taking into account the current state of Stockton’s housing market and
difficulty in obtaining contractors to complete repairs for an affordable price. The City revised
some of its programs again for FY 2006-07 in light of the challenges faced this fiscal year. The
table below depicts the units completed by program and funding source:

Several City-assisted affordable housing projects made significant progress during FY 2005-
06. Highlights of these projects and their status are summarized below:

Diamond Cove Il. This tax credit multi-family housing project utilized a combination of CDBG,
HOME and RDA 20% Set Aside funds. The developer, Asociacion Campesina Lazaro

Cardenas, Inc. (ACLC, Inc.), a local Community Housing Development Organization,
purchased ten duplexes and rehabilitated the 20 units along with constructing a new 20-unit
complex that includes a community center, day care facility, and space for County health
services. The Grand Opening Celebration was held in August 2005 commemorating the
completion of this much needed low income housing project. Diamond Cove Il is located in an
area previously plagued by high crime rates. With the combined Code Enforcement and
Police efforts, as well as construction activities, a visual change was apparent in the
neighborhood in a matter of weeks after the start of the construction work and has dramatically
improved appearances since construction completed and the units were occupied.

Fremont Park | and Il. In an effort to meet the affordable housing goals outlined in the City’s
2000-2005 Consolidated Plan and the Downtown Strategic Action Plan, the City began a
feasibility analysis on the development of single-family homes on the block bounded by San
Joaquin, Fremont, Sutter and Lindsay Streets. A second project was under consideration at
the southeast corner of Fremont and Sutter Streets. The concept was to identify underutilized
parcels close to the downtown core, where new residential units would help to support other
downtown revitalization efforts, including those specifically listed in the goals of the CSUS-
S/Midtown Revitalization Strategy.

However, as with many infill projects in the older parts of the city, the requirements for
replacement of infrastructure, development of historically compatible designs, and the State’s
prevailing wages exacerbated the high cost of construction in the current market. It became
clear that the cost-per-unit would far exceed the HUD threshold. Both projects were put on
hold.

During FY 2005-06 staff began planning and analyzing the economic feasibility for future
property acquisition in these two areas. It is still the City's intention to assist housing
development in these areas, however the City plans to reassess the opportunities and
feasibility for development during the next fiscal year.

Dorado Court Apartments. Staff continued to assist Simpson Housing, Inc. as they
prepared a tax credit application for 40-units on El Dorado Street in South Stockton. This
project, if approved by the California Tax Credit Allocation Committee, will bring the first new
apartments into a neighborhood thatis in dire need of affordable rental housing. The projectis
viewed as a good step towards revitalizing a blighted area in South Stockton. The City
Council approved the use of $600,000 of HOME funds for gap financing with the proviso that
the project receive tax credit funding no later than March 2006. The application did not receive
funding in the July 2006 round. However Simpson Housing, Inc. revised their application and
requested an additional $440,000 in order to re-submit their application for the next round of
funding. The outcome of the resubmission will be known by November 2006. If the application
is not successful, the City will deobligate the HOME funds and look to allocate them to a
subsequent affordable housing project.

Marquis Place. In March 2006 ACLC, Inc. utilized CDBG funds to purchase the last vacant
site in the Carrington Circle area. Since that time, they have been usingHOME CHDO funds
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for predevelopment activity. The plan for this site is to develop an affordable 21-unit project
that will be set up so families may benefit from the community services offered at the recently
completed Diamond Cove Il project. ACLC requested gap construction financing in order to
apply to the California Tax Credit Committee for funding. The Redevelopment Agency
approved $1,997,800 towards this project with the proviso that the tax credit funding is
awarded no later than October 30, 2007.

Villa Montecito (Previously Montecito Townhomes). The CHDO non-profit ACLC, Inc.
acquired land on Shimizu Drive with the assistance of City funds. This project was approved
by the California Tax Credit Allocation Committee in September 2005. By receiving the tax
credits award, the project qualified to use the City’s additional funding of $2,090,388 for gap
construction financing. The construction for the 70 units and community/day care center
started in February 2006. Completion and occupancy is expected by July or August 2007.

Vintage Plaza. As a CHDO pre-development activity, ACLC, Inc. has continued working on
the concept of a planned unit development consisting of 16 single-family units for low- and
moderate-income families. The 0.7 acre site is in the Gleason Park Neighborhood
Revitalization Strategy Area. As an inner city infill plan, ACLC, Inc. is focusing both on
architectural compatibility and cost cutting methods in order to keep the concept feasible.
Rising construction costs and the addition of unanticipated infrastructure replacement have
impacted the project’s feasibility.

This project is viewed as an important owner-occupied infill project that will assist with the
revitalization of a six-block inner-city area in the South Stockton Redevelopment Area.

Mercy Housing. A second housing project in the Gleason Park Neighborhood Revitalization
Strategy Area made significant progress during FY 2005-06. An approximately 95 unit multi-
family project, which will include a child care/community center and a mixed-use component, is
proposed for development by Mercy Housing California on approximately two blocks adjacent
to the reconstructed Gleason Park. Acquisition of the project site will be completed in early FY
2006-07. Project design will also be completed during FY 2006-07 and Mercy Housing
anticipates submitting an application for Low Income Housing Tax Credits in early 2007.

Windstone Cottages on Pock Lane. During the reporting period, the City continued to
assist ACLC, Inc. with the acquisition and predevelopment of the eight-acre parcel of vacant
land on Pock Lane in southeast Stockton. ACLC, Inc. has completed the design work for 66
single-family homes on the vacant site adjacent to the Maya Angelou Library. Among the
goals for this project, the City will utilize this project to promote higher-density housing
development in Stockton by increasing the typical 3-4 units per acre for suburban housing to 8 -
9 units per acre. The project passed through the planning processes, i.e., design review, in
the Fall of 2005. Recent e ngineering problems related to the overall storm drainage plans for
southeast Stockton have caused a delay in obtaining permits for construction. The Municipal
Utilities District is working with ACLC and several other property owners to resolve the
perceived issues.
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Winslow Village Apartments. Service 1% of Northern Californiahas completed plans fora
new 40-unit apartment project for low-income developmentally disabled persons who are able
to live independently. During FY 2004-05 and with the assistance of the City’s $992,000, the
Winslow Village Apartments received its financing from the Bank of the West, California Multi-
family Housing Program and bond funding. By the end of June 2005, the project had permits
in place and was able to break ground by the end of August. Excessive winter rains delayed
construction and both the developer and contractor anticipate completion and occupancy in
late October 2006.

Wysteria. This ACLC, Inc. sponsored project is in the very early stages of pre-development.
The City has utilized a small amount of CDBG funds to assist the developer in assembling
0.17 of an acre to square-off the lot line for a future 60+ unit affordable multi-family project in
Southeast Stockton. Pre-development costs for this project are paid by the City’s Cal-HFA
HELP funds. Since this project is one component of a larger Master Development Area, its
timeline will be somewhat constrained by the other projects designed within the master area.

Public Housing Strategy

The City of Stockton works in conjunction with the Housing Authority of San Joaquin to provide
public housing for Stockton residents. The Housing Authority maintains and operates 1,075
housing units for low-income tenants within San Joaquin County. The organization also
administers the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program.

Barriers to Affordable Housing

The City’s Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing Choice (Al), completed in May 2005,
identified several possible fair housing concerns and recommended actions that the City could
take to alleviate the concerns. A discussion of the progress that the City has made during FY
2005-06 to address these issues follows.

Difficulty Accessing Information Regarding Housing Availability and Choices

The Al found that recent immigrants have difficulty accessing information regarding
housing availability and choices. The City has taken steps to ensure that information
regarding housing services and resources are available through a variety of sources,
including links through the City’s website and assuring that information is available at
local service centers, City Hall, public libraries and other governmental facilities. The
City has continued to make progress during FY 2005-06 to provide information about
its housing programs in English, Spanish, and other appropriate languages.
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Lack of Access to Adequate Housing

The Al found that among financially vulnerable groups, such as female-headed
households with children and the homeless, there is a lack of access to adequate
housing due to poor credit history, insufficient funds for move-in expenses, and other
factors. A review of vacancy rates in Stockton shows that there is a shortage in all
types of housing units. The vacancy rate for affordable rental housing units continues to
be very low, especially as apartment rents have increased. Housing prices have risen
dramatically and fewer area residents can afford to buy homes. In FY 2004-05 and
again in FY 2005-06 the City increased its down payment assistance amount in an
effort to decrease the gap between affordability and price. Although these increases
did help, they did not resolve the problem caused by market conditions.

The City also provides funding for non-profit and for-profit developers to construct or
rehabilitate multi-family housing complexes that consist of three and four bedroom
units. Contractual obligations have been established within the loan agreements to
require developers to rent all or a portion of the units to low-income applicants. Funds
are also available to rehabilitate single-family rental housing for low-income families.
However, the rental program has not been well utilized, due in part to low interest rates
available through conventional lenders and the affordability provisions required by the
use of City funds which restrict rents for a number of years.

Limited Housing Choices for Large Families

Large low- and moderate-income families often face additional barriers to obtaining
adequate housing due to occupancy restrictions imposed by rental property owners
and a shortage of larger, affordable homes. To assist, the City encourages and
supports affordable housing projects to construct or rehabilitate multi-family housing
complexes that include three and four bedroom units. Funds are also available to
rehabilitate single-family rental housing for low-income families.

Lack of Access for Persons With Disabilities

The Al determined that accessible housing is difficult to find for persons with
disabilities due to physical or other conditions that create special needs. The City
has sought to improve access to housing for all residents by:

0 Supporting organizations that provide fair housing education, homebuyer

education, and landlord-tenant mediation;

Offering housing rehabilitation and homebuyer assistance;

o Working with nonprofit organizations to reduce barriers to housing and
increase the supply of affordable housing’

o Promoting economic development to increase job opportunities; and

o Participating in partnerships with public and private organizations to improve
job skills among Stockton’s lower-income households.

o
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As previously mentioned, the City provided financing for Service 1% of Northern
California to develop Winslow Village, a 40-unit apartment project specifically for low-
income residents with disabilities. The project is expected to complete in FY 2006-07.

During FY 2005-06 the City provided funding for San Joaquin Fair Housing, the primary
fair housing service provider in Stockton. Fair Housing conducted three seminars
throughout the year which were attended by 115 people. They provided information
and referral services to approximately 32,080 San Joaquin County. They mailed
information out to 2,466 Stockton residents and provided mediation services for 472
residents.

The City continued marketing our housing rehabilitation and homebuyer assistance
programs, both of which were very well utilized during the fiscal year. The City is also
working with several non-profit housing developers on projects which will increase the
supply of affordable rental and homeownership opportunities in the City.

The City also participated in efforts to improve job skills and help job seekers find
employment. The City participated in the ACT Job Fair, which provided opportunities
in a historically underserved neighborhood in Stockton. Fifty-eight (58) employers and
18 resource agencies provided a unique combination of bilingual job readiness
assistance and employment opportunities for the 2,500 people who attended.
Employers accepted over 3,000 applications and conducted on-site interviews for
5,200 potential jobs during the event.

Increasing Affordability Gap

The Al indicated that the growing gap between housing costs and local incomes is
continuing to reduce affordable housing choices for low- and moderate-income
households.

The City offers many programs to provide additional affordable housing. The City’s
downpayment assistance program, which has been very well utilized this year, provides
homeownership opportunities for low-income first time homebuyers. The City’s
rehabilitation programs also help sustain affordable housing.

The City has also established an Affordable Housing Committee, which consists of
members of the City Council, City staff, and a range of people from the private sector
including for-profit housing developers, lenders, and affordable housing providers.

Because the affordability gap is so large, the City does not receive enough funds to
meet all the needs. The Committee was established to discuss alternatives for

incorporating affordable housing into new residential subdivisions. The Committee
made progress during FY 2005-06 and will present a proposal to the Council during FY
2006-07.
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Public Policies, Including the Potential for Property Zoned for Multi-Family
Housing to be Developed with Single-Family Homes.

The Al identified several public policies which were potential fair housing concerns.
One of these was the potential for the City’s supply of multi-family zoned land, which
has the greatest potential to accommodate affordable housing, to be developed with
single-family homes. The City has committed to reviewing zoning policies which would
allow this to occur, but to date has not completed the process.

Other Housing Element policies were implemented by the City during FY 2005-06,
including ensuring that the City’s policies were in conformance with State law regarding
second units.

HOME/ American Dream Down Payment Initiative (ADDI)

The housing market changes and challenges in the construction world have significantly
affected the City’s HOME funded Programs. Rehabilitation projects are taking longer times to
complete due to the high demand for contractors and the difficulty in completing some of the
City’s more complicated rehabilitation projects. The Down Payment Assistance program had
to make adjustments in FY 2004-05 and FY 2005-06 to try and close the gap between income
eligible participants and the price of the homes they are qualified to purchase. The most
significant adjustment was an increase in the amount available to each participant, which
helped complete 20 Down Payment Assistance (DAP) bans in FY 2005-06. Through
advertising, participating in several home ownership and job fairs, local community housing
presentations, and networking with local bankers, the designated ADDI funds were quickly
expended on 12 of the DAP loans. The City found the need to again increase the maximum
DAP amount for FY 2006-07 in hopes of assisting additional households purchase homes.

The City of Stockton expended $5,049,102.39 in HOME funds and, including Recaptured
funds, received $1,397,714.52 in program income during FY 2005-06.

Entitlement Jurisdictions are required to demonstrate that 25 percent of all HOME funds
expended during the fiscal year were matched by other non-Federal sources of funds. The
City of Stockton receives an exception to this requirement as HUD considers the area
distressed and has granted a one hundred percent match reduction for FY 2005-06. As
detailed in the HOME Match Report (HUD Form 4107-A), attached as Exhibit G, Stockton had
a beginning balance of $10,219,121.31 in excess match funds. The beginning balance
increased by $2,000 from the reported ending balancein the FY 2004-05 CAPER due totwo
tax credit application reviews completed during FY 2004-05 that were not included in the
Match report. The City’s excess increased by $2,000.00 as a result of reviewing two tax credit
applications during FY 2005-06, bringing the total excess match funds to $10,222,121.31.

Developers for HOME-funded rehabilitation and new construction projects are required under
the City of Stockton’s Minority and Women-Owned Business (MBE/WBE) Participation Plan to
undertake good faith efforts in the utilization of MBE/WBE contractors and subcontractors.
The City ensures compliance by having formally structured pre-bid conferences and
subsequent requirements to either employ 15 percent MBE and 5 percent WBE contractors,
or in the absence of available MBE/WBE contractors, demonstrates good-faith efforts.

The unavailability of MBE/WBE contractors in certain trade classifications as well as a general
unresponsiveness to solicitations has presented some difficulties in reaching the City’s goals
in the past. A new Affirmative Action Plan has been adopted to streamline processes and
increase effectiveness, which should resultin a greater achievement of our MBE/WBE goals.

On-Site Property Inspections

HUD requires that all HOME assisted affordable rental housing receive regularly-scheduled
on-site property inspections for compliance as of June 30, 2006. The City of Stockton had 16
complexes with inspection requirements that have been rehabilitated or constructed with
HOME funds. In FY 2005-06 fifteen complexes were scheduled for on-site inspections
resulting in the individual inspections of 31 units. The sixteenth complex is scheduled for
inspection in the up-coming year.

Affirmative Marketing Actions

In compliance with our Affirmative Marketing Plan, the City regularly informs the public of
pending HOME-funded projects through regular meetings of the local Community
Development Committee, Housing Authority and other local government agencies, various
informational displays located at events throughout the community, and public service
announcements on local cable channels. The City also requires owners of HOME-assisted
rental projects to advertise for tenants according to policies set forth in the City’s Affirmative
Marketing Plan.

Additionally, the City has also utilized the services of several local non-profit agencies to solicit

low-income buyers for homes in several target areas of Stockton. This was accomplished
through a marketing plan approved by HUD.
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[1l. HOMELESS
Homeless Needs

Stockton is centrally located in the San Joaquin Valley’s rich agricultural land. As a result
numerous migrant farm workers call Stockton home for several months out of the year. In
addition, like every city, Stockton has a homeless population who needs basic shelter, food,
and care throughout the year. During FY 2004-05 the City participated in a homeless count to
try and get a better handle on the number of the homelessindividuals and families and to use
that information to focus our assistance where it is needed most. A second count will be
conducted in early 2007 to provide further clarification of the needs of the homeless
population.

Specific Homeless Prevention Elements

San Joaquin County is the lead agency of a collaborative effort which has resulted in the
receipt of grant funds under HUD’s Continuum of Care, which is a comprehensive approach to
assist individuals and families move from homelessness to self-sufficiency. San Joaquin
County has received funds under the Shelter Plus Care Program (S+C) and the Supportive
Housing Program (SHP).

S+C is designed to provide supportive housing opportunities for homeless people with
disabilities, primarily those who are seriously mentally ill, have chronic alcohol and drug
problems, or have HIV/AIDS. The S+C Program is administered by Central Valley Low
Income Housing Corporation (CVLIHC).

The S+C Program funds are utilized to provide permanent housing. An average of 167
homeless individuals and families received housing each month in FY 2005-06 with S+C
Program funds.

SHP specifically helps homeless people live as independently as possible by facilitating the
development of housing and related supportive services for people moving from
homelessness to independent living. Services typically include mental health services,
substance abuse treatment, health care, educational assistance, parenting classes, and
employment training.

During FY 2005-06, $2,053,675 in SHP funds were expended to provide housing and
supportive services to an average of 180 homeless persons and families each month. There
are currently twelve SHP programs underway which are being operated by Central Valley Low
Income Housing and New Directions. A detailed summary is shown in Section VIII, Table 2.

The City has also continued to meet the housing needs of special-needs people by providing
CDBG and ESG funding on a case-by-case basis. In FY 2002-03 the City began a new
collaborative venture with the Housing Authority of San Joaquin and San Joaquin County
Community Development Department to provide support to the Cold Weather Emergency
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Shelter Program during the winter months. The City and County both allocated $20,000 in
CDBG funds in FY 2005-06 for this project. The funds were used to address the urgent need
for additional temporary space to accommodate the overflow of homeless persons at the
Stockton Shelter for the Homeless. Funds were utilized to rent the Housing Authority’s Artesill
Migrant Farm Labor Camp in French Camp. With the approved funds, Stockton Shelter
provided winter overflow shelter to209 unduplicated individuals (58 families) from December
13, 2005 through March 6, 2006. Stockton Shelter also provided parenting classes to those
staying at the facility.

ESG PROGRAM

The City of Stockton’s Consolidated Plan identified Continuation of Ongoing Shelter Programs
and Acquisition/Rehabilitation of Transitional Housing Facilities as a high priority for the City.
Acquisition and Rehabilitation or Construction of Shelter Facilities is a medium priority for the
City.

During FY 2005-06, the City allocated 100% of our ESG funds to the following five shelter
providers: Center for Positive Prevention Alternatives, Gospel Center Rescue Mission, St.
Mary’s Interfaith Dining Room, Stockton Shelter for the Homeless, and the Women’s Center of
San Joaquin County.

The total amount of funds expended in FY 2005-06 is $169,668.50. These expenditures
include ESG funds from FY 2004-05.

Six shelters usedthe ESG funds for operations and maintenance, assistance with utilities, and
the provision of essential services. With these funds, shelter and services were provided to
5,655 unduplicated homeless persons. A total of 335,923 people were provided food,
counseling, education, and medical and dental services.

All ESG funds expended by the homeless shelter providers are required to be matched with
other sources of funding. The City’s ESG allocation of $183,684 was matched with a
combined total of $5,116,125 in private donations, foundation grants, and United Way grants
amassed by the six sub-recipients of these funds.
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V. COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

Assessment of Relationship of CDBG Funds to Goals and Objectives

The City has placed a high priority on Owner Housing and Buyer Assistance both in terms of
maintaining owner-occupied homes and assisting new home buyers in acquiring homes in a
safe and sanitary condition. The City’s Housing Loan Pools typically receive significant
amounts of funding to carry out these priorities. The City has also placed high priority on
producing and maintaining rental housing. A significant amount of CDBG funds are committed
to code enforcement activities and to assist home owners in emergency repairs and home
maintenance as a result of this priority.

In terms of meeting goals for providing affordable housing, the City completed two rental
housing activities resulting in 23 rental unitsin FY 2005-06. Several additional rental projects
are in various stages of predevelopment and development.

The City’s was successful in meeting its goals for owner and special population housing. The
Emergency Repair, Rehabilitation, and Neighborhood Improvement Funds programs were an
outstanding success this year, completing a combined total of 72 housing units.

The City did not meet its goal for completing the renovation or construction of neighborhood
facilities. However, significant progress was made during FY 2005-06 on the reconstruction of
Edna Gleason Park, in the design and predevelopment activities of the Airport Way
Neighborhood Service Center, and in the renovation of the Van Buskirk Community Center.
The Gleason Park reconstruction will be completed in the fall of 2006, renovation of the Van
Buskirk Community Center will begin in August, 2006, and construction of the Airport Way
Neighborhood Service Center will begin in September, 2006.

One infrastructure project was also completed. The final phase of the Taft Infrastructure project
was completed during FY 05-06. The Gleason Park infrastructure project began in June 2006
and will be completed in FY 2006-07.

Changes in Program Objectives

Due to the volume of projects currently underway the City has included a provision in each of
its CDBG Subrecipient applications that the funds must be spent within 12 months of
commitment. The City has also developed a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) to be
used with other City Departments requesting CDBG funds for eligible projects such as
infrastructure, code enforcement, and park construction. This MOU outlines the CDBG
regulations and ensure the Department is aware of the obligations associated with using
CDBG funds, including prevailing wage and readiness to spend the funds.
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Assessment of Efforts in Carrying Out Planned Actions

During FY 2005-06 the City expended a total of $8,059,883.82 in CDBG funds and continued
to expend its second allocations of HELP funds and Cal[HOME funds to assist rehabilitation
projects. The City progressed on several projects involving Section 108 and EDI funds,
continued to partner with the County in using Shelter Plus Care funds, and assisted several
developers and non-profit organizations in applying for Low Income Housing Tax Credit funds.
The City was asked to provide 14 certificates of consistency during FY 2005-06. As required
by HUD, the City of Stockton (grantee) did not hinder the implementation of the City of
Stockton’s 2005-06 One-Year Action and 2005-2010 Consolidated Plans by action or willful
inaction.

For Funds Not Used for National Objectives

All CDBG funds expended during FY 2005-06 met national objectives and complied with
overall benefit certification.

Anti-displacement and Relocation

One activity used CDBG funds for relocation during FY 2005-06, in the amount of $43,608.

Low/Mod Job Activities

San Joaquin Delta College Small Business Development Center (SBDC). SBDC
supports the creation and retention of jobs and small businesses in the greater downtown
Stockton area. In FY2005-06, SBDC continued to use its CDBG allocation from FY 2000-01
through individualized business consulting, workshops, and access to resources. SBDC co-
sponsored an Annual Business Conference with the Mexican-American Chamber of
Commerce, developed a Downtown Business Owners Needs Assessment Survey in
cooperation with the Downtown Alliance, and held a series of bi-lingual workshops for new and
existing businesses. FY 2005-06 accomplishments are as follows: 380 individuals who are
small business owners or are interested in starting a business were assisted by the SBDC. A
total of 186 full-time jobs were created by the SBDC, of which 155 jobs were for low-income
individuals. It is anticipated that SBDC will complete their FY 2000-01 allocation in early FY
2006-07.

Low/Mod Limited Clientele Activities

Second Harvest Food Bank. During FY 2005-06 Second Harvest Food Bank administered
three very successful food distribution programs: Food 4 Thought, Senior Brown Bag, and
Food Assistance. Combined, these programs delivered 1,833,884 pounds of food, valued at
$2,750,825 to over 23,000 people. Approximately 80% of the people benefiting from these
programs have income levels between 30-50% of median. All beneficiaries are at or below
80% of median income.
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Cold Weather Shelter. Operated by Stockton Shelter for the Homeless, Cold Weather
Shelter provided food and shelter to 209 unduplicated individuals during December 2005
through March 2006. This programis financed by San Joaquin County and the City of Stockton
as well as through Stockton Shelter's donations. It is targeted to migrant farm workers who
would otherwise be homeless during the winter months.

Greater Stockton Emergency Food Bank. The repair and partial replacement of a 1,000
square foot refrigerator/freezer unit which includes replacing two compressor units, fans, and
associated hardware was completed during FY 2005-06. Greater Stockton Emergency Food
Bank also completed afacilities study in FY 2005-06 which helped determine the location for a
new nutrition center and pantry. The study was conducted by a local architectural firm utilizing
CDBG funds received in FY 2004-05. In addition, $100,000 of FY 2005-06 CDBG funds
were allocated to the Greater Stockton Emergency Food Bank to assist in the construction of
the new nutrition educational center and food pantry and the upgrading and expansion of the
existing 8,000 square foot warehouse facility. Fund raising for this current phase of their
remodeling has been on-going during FY 2005-06 and they expect that construction will begin
in the fall of 2006.

Senior Services Agency. The replacement of Senior Services Agency’s boiler and freezer
unit was completed and progress was made on their FY 2005-06 allocation of funds for
landscaping and construction of a new patio. This project had several problems with finding
gualified contractors and the lack of availability and price caused significant delays. It is
anticipated this project will be completed in FY 2006-07.

Center for Positive Prevention Alternatives. Renovation got underway in April 2005 and
was stalled several times due to a change in building codes. Additional funding to replace
part of a driveway and portions of the sidewalk was approved in July 2005 and the projectwas
completed in February 2006.

San Joaquin Fair Housing Office. During the last fiscal year, the San Joaquin Fair Housing
Office provided information and referral services to approximately 22,456 residents of the City
of Stockton (32,080 countywide). Services provided by Fair Housing included providing
information on awide variety of fair housingtopics, informal mediation and referrals consisting
of providing services over the phone to both parties in an attempt to resolve the issue, and
formal mediation, consisting of setting up and facilitating a face-to-face meeting between the
landlord, tenant and a staff person from San Joaquin Fair Housing Office.

Fair Housing information was mailed out to 2,466 Stockton residents. Predominant topics of
mail outs included repairs (13%); security deposits (12%); low income housing (18%); and
rental listings (41%). Residents also sought assistance on low income housing, rights and
responsibilities, rent increases, 30/60-day notices, and 3-day notices.

A total of 583 residents received formal mediation services; 81% were residents of Stockton,
76% were minorities and 88% were low or very low income. Formal mediation assistance was
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needed in the areas of habitability (13%), 3-day Notices (14%), 30-day Notices (14%) and
repairs (10%). Of the 475 formal intakes for Stockton, 284, or 60 percent were resolved. In
addition to mediation and referral services provided in house, the San Joaquin Fair Housing
Office conducts seminars in the community to reach those residents who may not otherwise be
aware of the services available. A total of three seminars were conducted throughout the year
and attended by 115 people.

Code Enforcement. The City of Stockton continues to place high priority on proactive code
enforcement efforts in severely blighted and deteriorated areas of the City. The City’s program
focuses on providing residents and business owners with the assistance in identifying health
and safety hazards in designated “Safe Stockton” and “CDBG Target” Neighborhoods. The
City, as part of its 2005-06 Action Plan, allocated $1,108,447 in CDBG funds for the salary
costs of personnel that proactively identify violations of the Stockton Municipal Code, Uniform
Housing Code, Uniform Code for the Abatement of Dangerous Buildings, and related code
enforcement activities which will eliminate health and safety hazards. Approximately 37%ofall
code enforcement cases in 2005-06 were located in census tract block groups with at least
51% low/mod income residents. Beginning in FY 2006-07 the annual allocation for Code
Enforcement will begin to decrease in order to account for reductions in CDBG Entitlement
and ensure the dollars received are used adequately throughout the City.

Economic Development Activities

The City of Stockton's Commercial Facade Forgiveable Loan Program has had a
significant increase in interest during FY 2005-06. Facade loans are available to business
owners within the City’s Enterprise Zone, which encompasses much of the downtown and
commercial core of the City. During the year 9 businesses completed facade projects.

Program Income, Recapture, and Revolving Loan Funds Received
The City received a total of $2,263,109.18 in CDBG and HOME program income, HOME

recapture, and CDBG revolving loan funds during FY 2005-06. The amounts repaid
according to activity and type of program are detailed below:

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The City’s Revolving Loan Fund earned $7,776.09 in interest during the fiscal year. A wire
transferring that amount back to HUD was completed on September 28, 2006.

Prior period adjustments
There were no prior period adjustments required during FY 2005-06.

Loans and Other Receivables

Section 108 Loan Guarantees, Economic Development Initiative (EDI), and Brownfield
Economic Development Initiative (BEDI). In 1998, the City of Stockton was awarded two
Section 108 loans totaling $13 million, a $1 million Economic Development Initiative (EDI)
grant, and a $500,000 Brownfields Economic Development Initiative (BEDI) grant. In addition,
the City has been awarded a $250,000 Special EDI grant for off-site improvements
associated with an affordable housing project and approximately $491,000 in Special EDI
grants for historic rehabilitation of a Downtown theatre. The most recent allocation of
$12,500,000 in Section 108 and $2,000,000 in BEDI funds have just been received. The
following accomplishments were reported during FY 2005-06:

Restoration of the historic Hotel Stockton was completed in 2004, and during FY 2005-
06, finish work was completed on the off-site improvements and exterior of the building.
The remaining EDI funds allocated towards this project were used in FY 2005-06.

The latest round of funding will support economic development activities in the downtown and
waterfront areas. It is anticipated that these activities will generate over 600 new jobs in the
area. Currently the only project underway is that of the Marina Promenade. Design work began
in November 2005 and is expected to complete during FY 2006-07.

During FY 2005-06, the City expended a total of $210,567.16 in EDI funds.
Housing Rehabilitation

There are three main programs available for housing rehabilitation that utilize CDBG funds.
Additional detail on the HOME funded rehabilitation projects can be found in the Housing
section of this document. As part of the new program guidelines, the Emergency Repair
Grants and Neighborhood Improvement funds can be combined with a HOME Rehabilitation
Loan. In those cases the City has been careful not to duplicate accomplishments reported in
IDIS.

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Neighborhood Revitalization Strategy Areas

CSUS-S/Midtown Neighborhood Strategy Area. Approved by HUD as a Neighborhood
Revitalization Strategy Area in Program Year 2001, the Midtown Neighborhood is bounded by
Harding Way, Miner Avenue, El Dorado Street, and the Southern Pacific Railroad Tracks. The
Revitalization Strategy outlines five goals and thirteen general areas of improvement.
Accomplishments for FY 2005-06 by area of improvement include:

Commercial Stimulation and Development: Students at the University of the
Pacific’s Jacoby Center developed several case studies of local businesses to market
nonprofits social institutions commercial and mixed uses of property within the Midtown
area.

Home Ownership, Rehabilitation, and Development: In light of the changed
market conditions in the San Joaquin Valley, the City reviewed and modified its
homebuyer assistance and single-family rehabilitation programs. This allowed more
residents to access these funds and to be able to purchase homes or rehabilitate their
present homes.

The City is also taking steps to encourage market rate housing in this area. Inearly FY
2006-07, the City anticipates releasing a Request for Proposal to find a developer to
construct a model infill housing project on vacant property adjacent to the Philomathean
Clubhouse. The City is also currently reviewing its Infill Ordinance to determine if there
are changes which can be made to encourage infill development.

A Community Design Center was established during FY 2005-06. Staffed by local
non-profit ACLC, Inc, the Design Center offers access to computers and other
business consulting design services to residents looking to start a business or enhance
an existing business. This center is also a resource for residents seeking innovative
ideas on restoring buildings; financial incentives; and, home renovation or
homeownership. Courses will be offered to neighborhood residents on rehabilitation
and ownership. A matrix of funding resources has been developed to make these
sources more accessible to community. The City is working with the Builders
Exchange of Stockton to provide resources from the construction industry.

The City of Stockton’s Office of Economic Development continues to work with
business owners in the Midtown Magnolia Neighborhood to make exterior
improvements to their buildings using the Facade Loan Program. To date, there are
14 businesses in the design and planning stages.

CSUS-S University Park Development: Work continued throughout Fiscal Year
2005-06 on the design and development of the California State University Stanislaus—
Stockton campus to include new housing, commercial, and elementary school
elements to the master plan of this $50 million converted campus area. The University
Park development will include a Creative Child Care center which will service 1,200
low and moderate income children and a Stockton Unified School District K-8
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elementary school expected to open in August 2006

The City is also proposing to partner with the California State Stanislaus Foundation to
assist in completing the renovation of the Magnolia Mansion, a historic structure on the
campus. The Mansion will be used as a community center and available to meetings
and other functions.

Partnerships: The City has established collaborative partnerships with the following
organizations: the University of the Pacific Jacoby Center, Stockton Beautiful, WorkNet,
and the Greater Stockton Chamber of Commerce Business Incubator. Co-sponsored
health fairs and a writer’s bureau have resulted from these neighborhood partnerships.
On April 16, 2005 a Midtown Health Fair was held, coordinated by University of the
Pacific. Approximately 375 people attended this event.

Safety and Security: Ongoing support by the Stockton Police Department has
resulted in the formation of a new neighborhood watch program and a crime prevention
program. The Neighborhood Watch Group met monthly throughout the 2005-06 fiscal
year. Another community group, Safe Neighborhood Action Group (SNAG) also held
monthly community meetings to discuss neighborhood issues. The City has provided
CDBG technical assistance funds to SNAG in an effort to increase community
involvement in this area. As well, code enforcement officers have been utilized to
address blight in the neighborhood. Finally the City’'s Community Health Action Team
(CHAT), a collaboration of Code Enforcement, Police and City Manger staff, have
spent the Fiscal Year bcused on identifying health/safety code violations, drug
trafficking, illegal activities and health issues in the Midtown Area. As a result, the
crime rate in the Midtown area has dropped by 3 percent.

Historical Preservation: The City continues to support and highlight the preservation
efforts of individual property owners with recognition of accomplishments, including an
Award of Excellence issued by the City’s Cultural Heritage Board (CHB). The CHB
routinely reviews and issues certificates of appropriateness for all structural
improvements brought before the City for approval.

The City is also rehabilitating the Philomathean Clubhouse, a historic structure located
in the Midtown Area.

Permit and Zoning Revisions: Use Permits, temporary Use Permits, Variance
Requests and Building Permits received a 50% fee reduction for those sites within the
Midtown footprint.

Transportation: Plans are underway for a $2.4 million project for the rehabilitation of
California Street for better control of traffic through this highly commercial corridor in the
district.

Additionally, a bike lane will be completed along California Streetin early FY 2006-07
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to assist residents to safely travel along this corridor.

Economic Development: The City was awarded a $2.2 million grant in conjunction
with Pacific Gas & Electric. Through this grant, the City and PG&E have assisted
owners and businesses in reducing electrical and gas usage by conducting
commercial field energy audits.

Development of marketing tools for the district is complete. The website came online
in April 2004 and offers visitors information about the area’s history, housing,
amenities, demographics, and the ongoing revitalization efforts. The website has
received a record 340 “hits” in one quarter during FY 2005-06. The Midtown logo that
has been designed is intended to promote and educate the public about the
designation of the neighborhood and its mixed-use zoning. The University of the
Pacific Jacoby Center continues to develop marketing brochures and powerpoint
presentations that emphasize Midtown’s advantages to residents and businesses.
These tools have enticed new business owners to locate in the district as well as
stimulate existing owners to improve their properties.

Gleason Park Neighborhood Strategy Area. Approved by HUD as a Neighborhood
Revitalization Strategy Area in Program Year 1999, Gleason Park encompasses
approximately 75 acres (22 square blocks) of land, located immediately south of Downtown
Stockton and bounded by Lafayette Street to the north, Grant Street to the east, Hazelton to the
south, and El Dorado Street to the west. The accomplishments of FY 2005-06 include the
following:

Construction began on the infrastructure improvements for a 16-unit single-family infill
project for low-income persons being planned by ACLC. The projectis proposed as a
high-density development on approximately 0.7 acres that includes small lots and
single-car garages. Predevelopment funding was provided to allow for architectural
and engineering work to refine the concept and plans were submitted to the Community
Development Department. Due to the fact that there are multiple projects going on in
the area, the design and coordination has taken longer than expected. However,
ACLC foresees starting construction on the residences next year.

Plans progressed for the Mercy Housing California’s 92-unit affordable multi-family
housing project. Due to a variety of factors, Mercy needed to move a portion of its
project to an adjacent block. This change necessitated the redesign of the project.
Acquisition of the additional block will be completed in early FY 2006-07. Redesign of
the projectis progressing and it is expected that construction will begin in spring 2007.

Reconstruction of Edna Gleason Park, previously closed by the City due to crime and
drug problems, began during FY 2005-06 and will be completed in fall 2006. The new
design will reintroduce open green spaces and recreation opportunities. The City was
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successful in securing a $1 million Urban Park and Recreation Recovery (UPARR)
Grant from the National Park Service. The UPARR grant will be matched with
$428,571 in CDBG funds. The park’s rehabilitation will establish the park’s historical
role as the social center of the Gleason Park Neighborhood and the park will share its
facilities with a new neighborhood school (see below).

Stockton Unified School District has completed design for a new K-8 elementary
school within the neighborhood. Acquisition of the property where the school will be
located was completed this year and demolition of the structures on the property will
occur in early FY 06-07. The development of an elementary school will not only benefit
the students who will attend a school in their neighborhood, but will bring the benefit of
new jobs to the neighborhood. These will be generated with the construction of the
school as well as when itis operational. As this is a new school, additional supportive
services positions will be created which include clerical, maintenance, and janitorial
jobs.

Asociacion Campesina Lazaro Cardenas (ACLC) jointed Northern California
Construction and Training to plan a replacement triplex on ACLC’s vacant lot at 422
East Church Street. Architecturaland engineering work completed during the summer
months and the partners obtained financing commitments from three local banks and
the County of San Joaquin. The planincludes applying for reconstruction monies from
the City.

The New Hope Family Center’ completed construction and immediate occupancy of its
new 30-room family shelter. Through donations from the local community, the Center
was able to furnish the rooms with beds, cribs, sofas, tables, chairs, lamps, large and
small appliances, electronics, bedding and wall décor. The Center is fully staffed and
operating as intended.

Antipoverty Strategy

The City has utilized its CDBG money to assist economic development activities throughout
the downtown core and the City as a whole. By broadening the City’s economic base, more
residents are able to obtain minimum wage and higher paying jobs. The City also partners with
Worknet of San Joaquin and CalWORKS! Programs to market available jobs and resources
to residents.
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V. NON-HOMELESS SPECIAL NEEDS

The City has established several housing programs available to people with special needs
such as the elderly, mentally impaired, and handicapped whereby they may qualify for up to
$10,000 in grant funds to make repairs to their homes. The rehabilitation programs were well
utilized by those with special needs, with 47 units completed during this fiscal year. Inaddition,
the City allocated funding to local food banks who offer programs and services targeted to
people with special needs that are not homeless.

The City has also provided over $990,000 in assistance to Service 1% of Northern California
for the construction of Winslow Village. This is a 40-unit apartment project for low-income
developmentally disabled persons who are able to live independently. The project is nearing
completion and is expected to be occupied in fall 2006.
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VI. OTHER NARRATIVE

In part because of changes that the City of Stockton has made to its programs, we were able
to surpass several of our annual goals established in the 2005-06 Action Plan (Appendix D,
Page 33). Among the most notable accomplishments are: completing 20 down payment
assistance loans; completing emergency repairs on 50 owner-occupied units; completing 12
Neighborhood Improvement units; completing 10 Single Family Rehabilitation units; assisting
22,456 people in obtaining fair housing services; and providing over 335,923 meals for the
homeless.

As indicated previously, the City has invested a lot of time reconciling its systems and
streamlining internal processes in hopes of being able to devote more staff time to assisting
subrecipients in the field. That clean up work will continue for probably another year and a half
before projects can fully benefit from additional technical assistance.

The preparation of the 2005-10 Consolidated Plan provided the City an opportunity to
reevaluate many of its goals and accomplishments from the 2000-2005 Consolidated Plan
period. Now that the City has worked with the new goals and accomplishments for a full
program year, several changes to programs and operating procedures were implemented.
The program changes have been mentioned several times throughout this report, namely
increasing the amount available for Down Payment Assistance, and the ability to combine
multiple programs. E xamples of the operating procedure changes include revising the project
set up forms to comply with the new Performance Measures effective October 2006, and
revising our staff Policy & Procedure manual. Staff has also been able to devote more staff
time to assist those projects which have been on the books for several years yet still are not
completed in hopes of resolving any outstanding issues and preventing those issues from
reoccurring in future projects.

The City’s efforts have made a difference in the Stockton community with CDBG, HOME and
ESG funds. These differences are noticeable in the streetscapes of downtown where several
buildings have had a face lift, where old businesses have been given a second chance at
success and where new businesses have begun. Itis also noticeable in our neighborhoods,
where one neighbor receives housing rehabilitation funds and spreads the word about our
programs to several other adjoining homes. Several new public facilities are available and are
being used by the citizens of this community especially as we strive to address the homeless
population and the myriad problems associated with not having a place to live. Seventy-six
families have been able to make repairs or have their house reconstructed in Stockton during
the last year. Now more than ever that makes a difference in the current housing market.
First-time homebuyers have been able to enjoy owning a new home that is affordable and
shelter has been provided to over 5,500 people during this time.

Stockton continues to grow at a rapid pace and with the help of CDBG, ESG, and HOME
funds, the City can ensure that the housing stock endures, expands, and includes the low-
income residents; that the economic base continues to broaden and provide opportunities for
higher paying jobs for unskilled workers; that the amount of blight plaguing the City shrinks and
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gives way to redevelopment; and that the homeless population is able to find shelter and
supportive services to encourage self sufficiency and economic stability.
